
Guide to setting up a score event
1
Creating database
1.1 Open emit version 1.8.1.120 by clicking link on desktop to ‘Emit for score’. At present later versions of emit don’t necessarily work for score. Create a new database exactly as in ‘Guide to creating a new database’. Do not change any of the usual steps at this stage.
2
Setting event up to work as a score
2.1 In the open database, open Event window and select Advanced tab.

2.2 From Course Check drop down menu at top right, select No control check.
2.3 Close Event window and open Courses window.
2.4 In the list of drop down menus at the top, select Courses and click on Show points and distance fields. You should see these appear in the window to right of Control no and Code fields.
2.5 Now click Score events tab in the Courses window and fill in 3 fields appropriately (usually 10 points/60s/01:00:00 or 1 point/10s/01:00:00).

Entering course details

3.1 You can only enter one course per database when using emit for score. If you have more than one course you will have to create separate databases in separate directories (see Scottish Score at Drumashie in emitfiles\2004 for an example: This needed 3 databases, long, medium and short).
3.2 Enter all your controls (in the order of points usually) as you would for any event, but for each put points value under the Points heading. Ignore the Distance field.
3.3 When all controls in, enter 249 as last control and give it a points value of 0.

Entering class details
4.1 You can now enter separate classes if you need. For simple score events this may not be necessary, but you can easily separate male and female, senior and junior, or just the usual age classes if you wish, as long you recognise they must all be running the same course.

Download

5.1
Follow exactly the same procedure as usual.

Printing and exporting results
6.1
Normal result lists don’t work. From the drop down menus at the top, click Whishes and select Score-o event. Click Print list and you will get the usual print window.

Similarly the usual HTML exports don’t work, so in the print window select save and in the Save as type box select HTML.
