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INVOC - Guide to using Emit Software Database Wizard for creating an event

This guide is to help Emit Software users to set up an event using Emit Database Wizard, by following a step by step, screen by screen methodology.  It will aid the user to input the correct data in the required boxes.

1
Setting up your computer prior to using Emit Database Wizard
1.1 Before opening Emit create a directory in ‘Windows’ where your Emit files are to be stored.
1.2 Open Windows Explorer and create a directory in C:/ drive called emitfiles (suggested name only).  This directory is where you will save all your Emit event files.

1.3 Copy the Emit file “system.mdw” from the Emit program  files        into your created directory i.e. copy from C:\Program Files\Emit\etiming\data to C:/emitfiles/
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1.4 For each of your Emit events you can now create separate directories i.e. battan160602 or new_event.

Note:-   For all Emit directories & files names use only lowercase letters with no spaces. 

1.5 Close Windows Explorer and open Emit

2 Using Emit Database Wizard to create an C4 Event

2.1 Open Emit

2.2 Select File scroll down to Database wizard and click mouse button
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2.3 Select Create a new database button and click Next
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2.4 Type in Event name in Race name box

2.5 Enter date event is to be held in First start box.  Time can be left as it appears.

2.6 Ensure that Orienteering is selected in Sport box

2.7 Enter Number of courses.       This can be changed later if unknown.
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2.8 Click Next button

In Select a catalog for your database box select the directory you have set up in step 1.  This is where your event file database will be stored.  
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2.10.1 Ensure that Ms Access system file setup box has selected the same directory that you setup in stage 1 and the system.mdw file has been selected.
2.10.2 Click Next button
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You are now ready to create a new Database for your Event Click Next>>
3
Importing data from a previous event’s database

3.1
If you have previously set up an event and stored data i.e. Class, Team Runners etc., then you can reuse this information by selecting and clicking the required boxes.
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3.2 In the Select Database to import from box select the etime.mdb data file from the directory of the previous event you wish to use.

3.3 Click Start Import to import the data.

3.4 Click Next>> once complete

You have now completed the Database Wizard and have created your new event database.
